“Do you promise that the testimony you are abouite will faithfully and truthfully conform to
the facts and rules of the mock trial competition?”

The swearing of witnesses will occur as followsieTabove oath will be conducted by the

student bailiff, provided by the prosecution/pldfrieam. Witnesses may stand or sit during the
oath.
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The presiding judge and scoring jurors are allotesdminutes for debriefing. The timekeeper
will monitor the critique following the trial. Thpresiding judge is to limit critique sessions to a
combined total of no more than ten minutes.

Scoring jurors shall not make a ruling on the lagelits of the trial. Scoring jurors may not
inform the students of score sheet results. Sgguirors will not offer a verdict for the case, yhe
will only share feedback on student performances.
